Group Rules of Engagement

Use email to document all correspondence between team members. If a team member agreed to a task and/or deadline, send email to the group outlining what was agreed to. Also use email to document what was discussed at meetings and who was present. Excuses like Tom did not deliver his part or Mary dropped the course and so the project is late WILL not be accepted. Give Tom a deadline and have enough time to recover if Tom does not deliver as planned. Poor planning will not be considered a good excuse for a late project. If Tom and Mary are not responding in a timely manner proceed without them and document their effort using email broadcast to the entire group. Such correspondence may then be used to grade students who did not do their fair share of the project. This can only be done with facts, not he say, she say.
Group Research Project

Project Objective 

The primary objective of the project is to research how companies are using technology to support the decision making processes within the various business functions (marketing, accounting, finance etc).  Your task is to identify technologies that are used to support a business function. It is inappropriate to discuss CRM as your technology of choice; instead you should be discussing a specific vendor CRM technology. Many vendors have their own implementation of CRM (i.e., technology); hence you should be discussing a specific vendor CRM technology instead of CRM in general. 
Paper Format

The paper should be no more than 3 pages of single spaced 12 point font, excluding the cover page, diagrams or pictures.  The cover page should include the presentation title, the full names of the team members and their major, class name and section, date, and the instructor name.
The paper should be organized by subheadings (introduction, description of the technology, companies using it, etc.)
Content (suggested outline)
· Intro 

· Industry background including some of the challenges 
· Company background and challenges 
· Description of the technologies and their capabilities
· Examples of companies using the technologies and how are they using it (i.e., what types of problems are solved by the use of the technologies)
· How do the technologies work?
· The impact the technologies have on people, companies, or the industry

· Advantages or disadvantages of the technologies
· Pictures, clit art, and diagrams that may or may not be down loaded from the internet

· List of references

· Etc.

Evaluation
