DePaul University International Business Seminar – Peru 
(November 23 – December 04, 2007)

Focus of the Seminar:

This seminar will focus on the economic development of the Peruvian economy with an emphasis on the role played by the financial and trade sectors. These two sectors are usually considered the driving force behind economic growth in most emerging market economies. Although these sectors have grown considerable in the last two decades, economic growth in Peru has not been steady. The U.S. is the largest market for Peruvian export goods. It mainly concentrates in mining, energy and manufacturing. Peru’s financial system, which is composed mainly of banks, was liberalized starting in 1991. We will explore some of the country-specific problems Peru has encountered as well as some general problems that have plagued development in most South American countries. The primary reason for the seminar is to help students to understand the economic and political issues that are affecting development through readings, lectures, and visits to various business and financial institutions. We will also explore the history and culture of Peru through readings and cultural tours.
Pre-Trip and Post-Trip Classes

There will be three pre-trip classes on the first three Fridays of November. These classes will give you a preview of the culture, government/politics and economy of Peru. As an economist, I will try to give you some insight into the way financial and trade policies have resulted in the way growth and pitfalls have.  

There will be a post-trip seminar on December 14th. We will discuss your thoughts and experiences from the Peru trip. 

These four classes are required. 

Journal and Course Paper

Each of you will be required to keep a daily journal of your experiences in these two countries. These entries can be as short or as long as you like. You will be required to turn these in at the end of the course. These journal entries should force you to think about and organize your experiences.   

There will be a paper required. This paper should concentrate on a topic of your interest that is applied to Peru or a Latin American country. For example, if you are concentrating on finance you might give an overview of the Peruvian banking system and discuss some of its major obstacles to development. If you are interested in environmental issues you might explore the dumping of industrial waste, clear cutting and erosion of farmland.
